The Long Range Ballistic Planting System™ places crops regardless of environmental or cultural considerations with pre-determined crops and at times decided by the cannoneer.

The Global Orbital Drilling System™ (G.O.D.S.) creates an “oasis” from a distance so great that the people being assisted cannot even be seen.
